This award is presented by the Ohio Water Environment Association to an individual that is a Professional Engineer who has consistently delivered good basic engineering of wastewater facilities over a period of twenty or more years.

DENNIS MEEK

Dennis joined Burgess & Niple in 1970 and is the Water and Wastewater Section Director in the firm’s Painesville office. A WEF member since 1978, he has extensive experience in the planning, design, construction and start-up facilities for wastewater treatment, sludge dewatering and composting.
