Go to the second traffic light. Turn right onto Columbus Street. Follow for a short distance to the fork before the BP station. Follow Route 207 for approximately 4 miles. You will see signs pointing the way to the park. Follow Yankeetown Road to the park entrance. Follow the signs to the lodge.
